1) Apologies – Cllr Steven Leigh

2) Review of Minutes of the Previous Meeting and matters arising (1/2/2018).  The Minutes were unanimously agreed.  ME will take minutes for this meeting.
a) The questionnaire is ready to go out however it was not possible to arrange in time for pre-paid envelopes.

b) MCB spoke about engagement through social media and said she will post on What’s on Bovey Tracey, via the town council Facebook page, several times over the coming weeks. ME said she has already posted in regard to this Saturday’s Community Fair event organised by Bovey Futures and will post again on Friday.

c) EK will ask Mark Wells to send a press release about the Neighbourhood Plan (NP) in general and the questionnaire in particular to the Mid Devon Advertiser.

d) TW said he has collected a considerable amount of evidence in support of the NP.
e) MI asked about who is analysing the questionnaire results. There was considerable discussion about this and the Group agreed that Devon Communities Together (DCT) would be asked to carry out the data input and the statistical analysis. They have already set up the online the Survey Monkey. Funding from the NP grant will pay for this and Mark Wells will be asked to confirm that there will be sufficient funds, given that the costs will straddle the two financial years. All members agreed to this approach.

MI asked how long the analysis is likely to take. This depends on the number of returns and MB suggested we send completed questionnaires to DCT on a rolling basis so they can start work as soon as possible.  

3) Steering Group vacancy. It was agreed to keep filling this post pending as someone on a future task group may be valuable to the Group.

4) Questionnaire progress. Already covered in 2a) and 2e) above.

5) Project Plan. MCB and EK pointed out there is some flexibility in the Project Plan. TW suggested that 2 or 3 members should look at other NPs to see what evidence has been provided. ME suggested that one approach to writing the actual Plan would be to start with headings as recommended in the Locality Roadmap Guide. Changes as necessary could then be made once we start writing. ME to draw up a proposed format.
6)  Declaration of Interest. Members were given forms to complete and return to Mark Wells as soon as possible.
7) Training. We will delay this meantime until it is clear what is needed.
8) Communities Fair on 10th March. Posters have been prepared and Group members indicated their availability on the day.

9) AOB. TW has discussed the review of the Local Plan which is already in progress. In particular the Settlement Boundary is being reviewed. In this respect, TDC have asked for 2 councillors plus NP member(s) to attend a meeting in April. TW said he wished to attend.
