5) 5.1 Questionnaire Task Group Update: (MB) 1197 questionnaires completed (452 paper copies) which is approximately 10% printed.  Notable points: Not many business responses received but larger firms may have done online questionnaire.  Respondents liked Bovey because it is friendly and rural, but they disliked traffic problems, parking, developments, school situation, surgery and dog mess.  23 Paper Respondents indicated that they would like to volunteer.  A Volunteers’ Meeting is to be held at the Distillery at 7pm on 18th April.  All volunteers now and from past communications should be invited. NPSG members encouraged to attend.
5.2 Draft Plan/ Structure: (ME) Draft plan discussed.  Thame MP used as a template.  Use Appendices for details and keep the plan to the minimum needed.  The plan’s ‘Contents’ will be shaped up in response to the questionnaire results and ‘Education’ will be added.  Mark Wells and Teignbridge District Council will be able to supply some of the background information on Bovey Tracey.  Devon Wildlife Trust can provide an Ecological Report for £65 plus VAT, they specialise in reports for Neighbourhood Plans. Suitable photos for the Plan will need to be sourced. Group agreed to this initial plan as a draft.
