Town Centre Update

DURING THE summer months, the work of the
Town Council's Regeneration Committes has
been progressing behind the scenes. The
remit of this committee relates o managing a
number of projects to assist in retaining the
vibrancy of our fown,

Meetings have taken place with Devon Coundy
Council {DCC) highways department regarding
fraffic flow through the Town Centre and what
improvements can be made to increase on-
sireet parking and possible developments o
reduce traffic congestion. Negotiations have
also taken place with Teignbridge District
Council in order o determine if it is feasible to
allocate Section 106 financial contributions,
received as part of housing developments in
the parish, towards the costs of providing a
town square in Bovey Tracey, as previously
reported.

Discussions have also been on-going regarding
the future use of the library service in Bovey
Tracey. The Town Council is very commitied io
retaining the library service in the town and has
offered DCC to incorporate the library in the
Old Thatched Inn development. Re-localing
the library and combining this service with the
Information Cenfre, will provide a far better
service for users of the library, as one of the
benefits would be an increase in ithe cpening
hours of the library. The old library building
could have a possible community use for the
parish, if, as has been requesied by the Town
Coungil, the building was to be transferred info
its ownership. Furlher discussions regarding
this project and how Bovey Tracey may
become one of the ten pilot community
pathfinder libraries are alsc taking place with
DCC al the moment.

The Town Council is currently exploring funding
options, through the Greater Darimoor Local
Enterprise Aclion Fund, due lo be launched by
Devon Renaissance, to provide a grant {o
employ a town centre manager, initially on a
part-ime basts.

The Town Council is still waiting for
Teignbridge District Council to confirm the level
of capital funding they are willing to contribuie
towards the demolition and relocation of the
public toilets in Station Road car park into the
proposed development of the Old Thatched Inn
site. Once the Town Council has received
confirmation regarding this and a decision on
the fransfer of the library service, the Town
Council will then be in a position to proceed in
the preparation of a design for the proposed
new huilding. The Town Council will then
arrange 1o hold a public exhibition to display
the proposed designs.

The Environment
Agency has enhanced Bovey Tracey’s flood
warning service, as part of its ongoing work to
manage flood risk. This means that we will
receive more accurate, reliable and timely flood
warnings for the River Bovey, The
Environment Agency aims to give a minimum of
two hours lead time before the onset of
flooding, when a Flood Warning is issued.

Remember! When you receive a flood
warning flooding of homes and businesses
is expected. You should take immediate
action
